3) Players must be available to call in at least 15 mins before matches start.
4) For RED balls, all racquets length must be kept up to 23”.  We can loan out racquets on the spot if children do not have the appropriate sizes.
5) For ORANGE balls, racquet length can be up to 26”.  Students have to ensure that ONLY Junior racquets can be used.
6) Parents/Guardian may be asked to supervise some matches.  Parents/Guardians will not be asked to supervise their own child’s match.

7) Subject to the number of participants, it could be run in a few different formats;

a. Knock out system if there is a huge number of participants or,

b. Early rounds – Round Robin till last 8 or last 4, Knockout system or,

c. Early rounds – Round robin with various grouping, with losing players going into a plate event.
d. Time Based matches of 10- 15 mins per match, then Semis and Finals to be played to full match

e. (We have experienced with many different formats and we have to take into account the health conditions of the children to play too long and too many matches)

f. The aim is to encourage a lot of matches for the children.  We will inform all participants before start oof each event via e-mail of play format and draw.
